Qutcomes

M Through early interventionand supports, the effects
of traumaexperienced by these childrenwillbe
lessened.

I The early identification of the needs of both caregivers
and childrenwilllessen the child’s risk of abuse.

M Recognizingand addressing early behavior problems
will reduce the frequency of futureincarcerations.

i The children will be supportedin maintaining healthy
relationships with their incarcerated parent, which
reduces the trauma of separation.

Parents: A Bill of Rights

In 2003 the San Francisco Partnership for Incarcerated
Parents published the following Bill of Right for children
of incarcerated parents. The Bill of Rights recognizes
that children’s needs extend well beyond physical
comfortand security.

Ihavethe right to be kept safe and informedat the time of my
parent’sarrest.

Ihave the right to be heard when decisions are made about
me.

I have the right to be considered when decisions are made
aboutmy parent.

Ihave the right to be well cared forin my parent’sabsence.
Ihave the right to speak with, see and touch my parent.
Ihave the right to supportas Iface my parent’sincarceration.

I have the right not to be judged, blamed or labeled because
my parentisincarcerated.

Ihave the right toalifelong relationship with my parent.
